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Analysis and suggestions on opening up
policy of Hunan Province

Abstract: Further extending opening up policy, and accelerating development of the open economy are a
strategic decision made by the Hunan provincial government. The province has established a leading group for
the open economy development, and released a series of policies including introduction of investment incentives
and incentive measures for foreign investment enterprises. The local government has made powerful measures
for economy development, but the results achieved are not ideal, and its economy development is still relatively
slow.
